When engaging children in sports it is importaratth
we teach proper sport specific skills. In doingves
will indirectly assist national sports codes inithe
efforts to establish quality grass root development
programmes throughout the country. This initiative
has lead to working relationships with many spartin
codes in Botswana and coaching courses for ou
volunteer coaches. We partnered with the Botswan
National Tennis Associationin March to offer a
coaching course for our volunteers and recently the
National Hockey Associationorganized a training
course on for 22 of our volunteer coaches.
