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The King’s Foundation (KF) is a Christian organization that has been working in Botswana since 2002 and has had full 
time coordinators working in Gaborone and in Francistown since the start of 2005. As an organization our mission is to develop children 
through sport. More specifically our objective is to see lives transformed through changing the direction of individuals, communities and 
societies in body, mind and spirit.

To get the year off to a great start we embarked on a two-week Leadership Training Tour to Mabutsane, Ghanzi and Maun. KF 
has conducted two-week outreach trips in the past but this was the first time such a trip was headed up by locally trained leaders / sports 

coaches. The KF team consisted of 7 individuals representing 4 
different church groups / NGOs. The ability shown by local 
leaders was extremely encouraging as we strive to see 
sustainable sports outreach programmes established throughout 
Botswana. Another highlight was connecting again with 
individuals / organizations that we had initially met at the 
National NGO Forum (UNICEF & DSS) and or our first 
National Sports Leadership Conference in Gaborone. Our visit 
encouraged the various organizations in their efforts to work 
with Orphans and Vulnerable Children (OVC) in Botswana and 
equipped them with new skills for their ongoing projects.  
 

A definite highlight from the tour was conducting a programme 
for approximately 400 children on our final day in Maun. It 
was a great opportunity for workshop delegates to put their 
new skills into action. Finally, each leader that helped facilitate 
the two-week tour returned to their respective organizations 
better equipped and more confident in their leadership abilities.  

 

As 2008 began we underwent Personnel Changes as an organization. Ruth Deaville, 
Gaborone Coordinator 2007, decided to return to the UK. Although it was difficult for her to leave 
it is an exciting time in Ruth’s life as she plans to get married at the end of this month. Ruth has left 
deep “tracks” in Botswana and will be greatly missed. Her replacement, Farai Bobo, has been a 
volunteer with us since 2006 and has worked closely with our Gaborone Coordinators in that time 
so the transition to Gaborone Coordinator will be a smooth one for him. It is definitely a season of 
celebration for our organization as Farai also found a “princess” to share his life with as he married 
Princess Mwape earlier this year. We anticipate many more reasons to celebrate in 2008.  
 

If you found yourself 
near Clifton or Northside 
Primary School this past 
school holiday in April 
you would have heard 
the deafening noise of 
highly energized children 
between the ages of 4 - 
17 years old. We enjoyed 
a great school holiday as 350 children attended our three 

separate King’s Camps. King’s Camps International 
(KCI) has been conducting activity programmes for children in 
Botswana during the holidays since December 2006. KCI 
generates income for The King’s Foundation Botswana so all 
money collected in April will go towards regular community 
outreach programmes. KCI was established to: 1) meet the 
increasing need of working parents for quality children’s 
programmes during Botswana’s long school holidays, 2) 
provide employment for local sports coaches struggling to find 
work and 3) generate income for community outreach work. 

Individuals, clubs and local businesses showed their support for this very important programme by sponsoring children to attend and by 
donating certificates for each child. The Rotary Club of Francistown sponsored ten children that could not otherwise afford such an 
experience and the Benjamin family and Stenographix generously donated certificates in Gaborone and Francistown respectively. 
Donations to KCI allow us to put more money in to our programmes for less privileged children.  
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The Bafenyi (Winners) soccer coaching project began early this year 
at the Deaf Centre in Francistown. The programme is designed to develop 
the football skills of the children as well as develop the social, emotional 
and spiritual capacities of each individual. Victor Chiradza and Kabelo 
Selelo have committed to coaching the children every Wednesday from 5 
to 6pm. At this point the project targets the under 13 year-old boys but 
may soon extend to the other children as the programme develops and 
gains local support. Recently, soccer jerseys were donated to the project 
by a family in Canada. Such donations encourage the children in their 
efforts and assists in developing a sense of pride in the team. We believe 
each child possesses a God given value no matter what their background, 
circumstances, abilities etc. This programme will assist the children to 
integrate into the community as their confidence in themselves increases.  
  

In March we had the privilege of working alongside various organizations around 

the city of Francistown for the annual Month of Youth Against AIDS 
(MYYA) activities. MYAA officially kicked off with a ceremony at Galo Shopping 
Complex. We had an exhibition at this event and later received the Vision 2016 
award certificate for the northern region. Four separate outreach programmes were 
then conducted that month around the city. Our role at each outreach was to engage 
the youth in sports and keep the children in order. We were also very well 

represented this year at the World AIDS Day ceremony in Francistown. We 
kept the children busy with sports and fun games. Such days are often filled with 
long speeches that children struggle to endure. According to one of the organizers 
The King’s Foundation was the best thing at this years’ World AIDS Day event as 
we brought much life and excitement to the many children in attendance.    

Leadership training is very important for the long term success of 
our work in Botswana. These past few months we have been on the 
giving and receiving end of a few workshops. In February Darius Chiseni 
(Francistown Coordinator) traveled to South Africa for a sports 
conference organized by The International Sports Coalition (ISC). It was 
a great opportunity for us to network, learn from organizations outside of 
the country and to inform others about our work in Botswana. 
 

In Francistown we partnered with Pledge 25 to conduct a leadership 
training workshop for organizations educating children about the 
importance of donating blood while in Gaborone we conducted a 
leadership workshop at I Am Special. We continue to be very impressed 
with Fatima and Sibonkosi (I Am Special staff). Since the workshop they 
have implemented the material we taught them in their regular 
programmes. They are good examples of what we hope to establish 
throughout Botswana as we equip local leaders to work with children.  
  

What seemed like a normal Monday afternoon in Francistown a few months ago was actually the 
beginning of an exciting life transformation for one of our very talented volunteer leaders, 

Segomotso Monyamane. We were conducting our weekly programme at the “Coloured” 
grounds for approximately 100 children all the while a young lady sat at the far end of the field 
gazing in amazement of the event. Since the initial invitation to participate by one of our staff Sego 
has since become a regular fixture at our Monday afternoon programme.  
 

The King’s Foundation has breathed new life into Sego and nurtured a passion in her to see 
children’s lives transformed through sports. Sego’s involvement has brought her into the larger 
King’s Community in Botswana and connected her with a local church family in Francistown. We 
are excited for Sego as she has decided to make Jesus Christ her Lord, recently started school and is 
impacting the lives of many children in Francistown.
